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Randolph Township Trustees Regular Meeting Thursday, January 26, 2012

Chairman Roger Klodt opened the meeting with the pledge at 7:00 p.m. Roger stated that the trustees received
draft minutes and asked if there were any corrections or additions. Mike moved to approve the minutes as
written. Sue seconded. RCV: Mike — yes; Sue — yes; Roger — yes. Present: Trustees Roger Klodt, Mike Lang,
Sue White, FO Mary Rodenbucher, D. Kolasky, P. Cernava, B. Murphy, S. & N. Engle, J. Presley, G. Harrison,
S. Kitchen, D. Rice. R. Huth

Old Business

Mike has nothing at this time.

Sue stated that Sophie Coggan passed away last week. She was a WWII vet and will be missed. Sue received
information about another water testing company that is highly reputable. Her understanding is that if four
people in the same area have their water tested they receive a discount.

Roger reported that he took Mr. Rice’s suggestion about investigating Dominion increasing the availability of
natural gas to our community. He contacted NOPEC who referred him to Dominion. He is still working on it.
Doug stated that natural gas is as clean is it comes when used. He thanked Roger for checking it out.

New Business
Mike and Sue have nothing at this time.

Roger stated that we have an update to the handbook regarding the EMS part-time position. Roger moved to
approve the update. Sue seconded. RCV: Mike — yes; Sue — yes; Roger — yes.

Sue asked Roger if our fire department has the specialized training to deal with oil/gas well fires. Mike stated
that we have the training. Roger stated that Charlie Dixon, who assisted one of the speakers last night, provides
the special oil well training which Captain Adam Lang attended.

Mary stated that has been working on the permanent budget and appropriations. She requested a motion to
submit our first amendment and permanent appropriations in the amount of $1,244,708.63. Roger so moved.
Sue seconded. RCV: Mike — yes; Sue — yes; Roger — yes.

Mary requested a motion to appropriate receipts 9 — 16 totaling $10,405.65 and pay warrants 33067 — 33110
and EFTs 1112 — 1120 totaling $36,964.70. Sue so moved. Roger seconded. RCV: Mike — yes; Sue — yes;
Roger — yes.

Dan presented the Zoning and Trustee Assistant report. Two permits were issued. No new complaints. The next
ZC meeting will take place on February 27 at 7:00 p.m. in the SC. Roger stated that he attended the ZC meeting
which drafted some zoning changes. He asked the other trustees to review these changes and make
recommendations so that the ZC can make a decision at their next meeting and forward it to Regional Planning.
Sue suggested that the wording be for the operator (truck owner) parking use only. She wants to curtail excess
truck parking. She gave an example of renting the space to someone else. Paul stated that the ZI explained to
him that a resident who makes his income from his truck is permitted to park his truck. Paul suggested that the
resident could also make income by renting the space to a truck. Sue stated that it is not the same. Paul gave an
example of farming. Sue stated again that it is not the same.

Public Comment

Bob stated that the red strips on the signs are a good idea. Roger stated that it is required by the state. Bob
thanked our road department for doing a good job.

Doug enjoyed the meeting last night and learned a lot. He felt it was educational, positive, and well worth the
time. He thanked the trustees for organizing it. Roger stated that it was a team effort. Roger was happy to hear
that. Doug learned from the prosecutor’s office that the trustees don’t have a lot of power. Roger stated that is
true but that they will do what they can for our residents.
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Steve stated that he feels the trustees have a lot of power to get people together. They give the people of
Randolph much hope for voicing their concerns.

Sandy thanked the trustees for organizing meeting. Sandy stated that two ladies fell and asked if it could be
salted. Sue stated that the accidents happened after the area was shoveled and salted. Sandy also thanked the
trustees for the use of the TH for their meetings. She shared her concerns about the possible health hazards from
the oil/gas drilling. She is excited to hear from the medical researcher who will speak at the meeting next
Thursday. Sue stated that what needs to happen is find out the correct path to follow to file a complaint. There
needs to be proof without a shadow of doubt. Sue explained the problems she had with her well years ago. All
wells emit gasses. It is important to follow the proper procedure and to have the facts. Sue stated once again that
people should have a baseline water test performed. Sue feels that bad things happen but we can learn from it
and changes can be made. Sandy stated that air pollution is not monitored and they should not be exempt from
the standards. Roger agrees with Sue that the proper authorities need to be contacted. Roger feels we need to go
to the people who can make a change. There was discussion of problem wells and old wells in Portage County.
Doug commented that Portage County is required to go through the e-check process although the air pollution
comes from other areas. There is no e-check in Stark County. Sue asked if we are notified if old wells are used
for injection sites or can they just do it. Mike stated that they must apply for a permit to do that.

Newt also thanked the trustees for last night. He invited the trustees to the meeting next week. Newt is a
believer in open communication and respects disagreement. He feels that the agenda did not agree with what
was previously communicated to them. He feels that it put them in a bind and that they did not get equal time.
Sue stated that the presentation times were the same. Sue commented that she watched the time and Roger
wrote the times down. Newt stated that he felt the other speaker, who stood up front, was given more
opportunities to answer questions. Roger stated that he directed the questions to who he felt could best answer
the questions. Newt asked if there was a private agenda for the meeting. Roger stated that his intention was to
provide a factual informational meeting. He wanted just facts from both sides. Doug felt that the time was
relevant as the point of each side was understood by all who attended. Sue felt the presentation at our trustee
meeting was better than what was presented last night. Sue stated that it appeared to be more opinion than facts.
Sue noticed that many people picked up the information that was provided. People know the information is out
there and can go to our website for more information. There was discussion about the speakers and information
provided. Roger explained the problem he encountered in trying to get a representative from ODNR. They
suggested he contact Rhonda Reda. Rhonda changed her schedule to attend. Doug stated that there are rules and
regulations for all to follow. Progress is going to go on in spite of oppositions. Sue is concerned about the safety
of our water. She is not against the drilling or making money, she just wants it to be safe. Sue stated that we
have informed the residents as best we can by providing information on the website. Doug stated we are a
farming community and the chemicals used have likely caused some problems.

Gary felt it was a good meeting last night. He appreciated that Randolph residents were given the chance to ask
questions first. He hardly knew anything about fracking, but learned a lot. He spoke to Rhonda after the meeting
and said she is very knowledgeable. Gary spoke to her about water testing and that the cost is an issue for some
people. She suggested that it is possible for neighbors to use one water test and split the cost.

Rick stated that he called WNIR and publicly thanked the trustees for putting on the meeting. He is looking
forward to the meeting next week and learning more about the process. Roger will try to contact someone to
attend the meeting and answer questions about drilling. Rick stated he is more concerned about the manure that
is spread on the fields. Rick recalled the concern about the cell towers and the many people who attended those
meetings. He stated that everyone who attended last night uses the products produced by the oil/gas wells.
Roger stated that we just want it done safely. Rick was concerned about the people who were in the other room
who could not hear the presentation. Roger stated that Bruce and Dan are working on it for future meetings.

There was discussion about mineral rights.

With no further business, the meeting adjourned at 8:03 p.m.
